Outpatient service is the most commonly used in the hospital. Outpatient Department of the hospital remains open 10 pm to till the 

last patient is seen .Every outpatient seeking treatment at hospital needs to have OPD ticket .For this ,First he/she needs to register 

his name registration section. 

Emergency Services 

Emergency service is another important service  provided by the hospital.There is no fixed schedule for occurrence of any accident 

or getting sick.Unless, the injuries or the sickness are treated timely,the death may follow.Therefore it is necessary to make an 

arrangement for the treatment of those patients who need immediate care without any delay.As such, Arghakhanchi Hospital has 

made the emergency services available for twenty four hours in all days. 

DRIP Services: Minor Ot ,Dressing,plaster,Ear /Eye irrigation/Suturing/Catheterization , Injection ,Routine Procedures. 

Indoor Services/Inpatient Service There is Indoor department in every hospital where patients are admitted, cured and treated by 

nurses under doctor's supervision. An inpatient is one who occupies a bed in a hospital for the purpose of hospital treatment. Therefore 20 

inpatient service is one of the important services provided by the hospital. There are two sources of admission in the inpatient department-one 

is from OPD and other is from Emergency. 

 

Special Clinics 

Antenatal Care:1st ANC chekup,4rt ANC Chekup Antenatal Care (FY:2078/079) Regular checkup is very essential for the health of 

both mother and baby. Government of Nepal has made a provision to give the Rs. 800 for promoting the ANC check up as per protocol. 

According to this protocol a pregnant women should check up her health and babies growth at least four times –fourth ,sixth, eighth and ninth 

month

Maternity Services: Maternity service is a crucial service among other various services provided by this hospital in that, every woman has to 

undergo through the delivery process if she wants to become mother. So, there is no another way to escape from this natural process except for 

facing it. The global evidence has shown that all pregnancies are at risk and it is difficult to predict the complications during pregnancy, delivery 

and the postnatal period. Therefore, maternity service is of paramount importance. 

Delivery services 

Government of Nepal initiated Safe Motherhood Program in 1997 with the objectives of reducing maternal and neonatal mortality. This program 

has made significant progress in terms of development of policies and protocols as well as in the expansion in the role of service provides such as 

Staff Nurses and ANMs in life saving skill. Due to the coordinated efforts among the various stakeholders involved this program, Nepal has 

gained remarkable achievement in reducing the maternal and neonatal deaths and has been awarded for the success. Arghakhanchi Hospital has 

been providing general maternity services since its establishment. It began to provide BEOC services from 2058 BS. It started providing CEONC 

services from the fiscal year 2070/71 with the technical support of NS

The main aim of the National Family Planning Program is to ensure that individuals and couples are able to fulfill their reproductive needs by 

using appropriate family planning methods based on informed choice. Family planning can reduce unmet need for contraceptives and 

unintended pregnancy which ultimately helps to improve maternal and child health, empowers women by allowing them to invest more in their 

children and earn wages outside the home. In addition, it also helps communities and country to boost economic growth by expanding healthy 

and skillful labor force and allowing them to invest more money in school, health care and infrastructure development. In overall National Family 

Planning Program helps to improve the quality of life of people and develop a nation. To help in fulfilling the above aim, Arghakhachi hospital is 

providing different family planning services to the service seeker 

Hospital Pharmacy Service:Available For 24 hours/Cash/credit Insurance.

As per the MOHP implemented programs to provide free essential/basic health services to ultra poor, vulnerable ,poor, senior 

citizens ,people living with physical and psychological disabilities, and FCHVs from the sub health post level to the primary health service centre 

level and at district hospital .In order to fulfill the above mandates ,Gender Equality and Social Inclusion (GESI)strategy has been prepared .The 

Social Service Unit (SSU) implementation guideline is based on strategy three of the GESI strategy which provisions for the establishment and 

operationalization of SSUs in central, provincial and district hospitals as decided by the government of Nepal and MOHP. SSU was established at 

Arghakhanchi hospital since 2076/77 and has been continuously providing services for the needy people. Even before the establishment of SSU 

at this hospital basic health services were provided free of cost for the ultra poor, disabled and senior citizens. 
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OCMC ( One Stop crisis management center) 

Large number of women and children has been experiencing various forms of gender based violence (GBV) which has resulted in their physical, 

sexual and psychological damage. In order to overcome the lack of unified and effective provisions to manage GBV, GON has implemented 

Clause 3 of National Action Plan 2010 against GBV and decided establishing a hospital based One stop crisis management centre (OCMC).As per 

the OCMC operational manual 2067, the survivors of GBV shall receive properly managed services and treatment through the hospital with 

OCMC services. Arghakhanchi hospital has been one of the One stop crisis management centre since 2074/75 and is continuously providing 

effective health care services to the sufferers of GBV. 

Physiotherapy services( Physical Rehablitation) 

Physiotherapy is a health care profession. Physical therapy is a medical professional concerned with identifying and maximizing quality of life and 

movement potential within the spheres of promotion, prevention, diagnosis, treatment/intervention, habilitation and rehabilitation.
